To Whom It May Concern,

I have interviewed [NAME] and also tested [him/her] with a battery of standardized neuropsychological tests.  In my opinion, there is no doubt that [NAME] is unable to resume any type of gainful employment.  [NAME] has clinically definite multiple sclerosis.  Neurological problems caused by the MS have been documented elsewhere by his/her physician.  [NAME] suffers from an Organic Mental Disorder that can be assumed to be a direct result of brain damage caused by [his/her] MS.

Portions of the Social Security Regulations that are pertinent to [his/her] impairments include Section 404, Appendix 1, Part A, Adult Listings: Sections 11.09B, 12.02A, and 12.02B.  In reference to Section 11.09B, [NAME] has psychological and behavioral abnormalities associated with a dysfunction of the brain.  Through history and physical examination, as confirmed by [his/her] physician, [NAME] has multiple sclerosis that, in our opinion, is the probable cause of an organic mental disorder resulting in a loss of previously acquired functional abilities.  Under category A, [NAME] has at least two of the specified impairments: [PROVIDE EXAMPLES—e.g., #2—memory impairments; #7—loss of measured intellectual ability of at least 15 I.Q. points from premorbid levels].
